2010 SCHOOLS COMPETITION BROCHURES

There are two competitions for 2010: one for Year 7-11 and one for Year 12-13. The monetary prizes of £50, £25 and £25 are each accompanied by a book on a Great War subject and there will also be books for those who are highly commended.  The closing date for the 2010 competition is Friday, 19th March 2010.  Entries should be handed in to your teacher from whom they will be collected by the judges.
There will be a Prize Presentation Evening to be held at The Tank Museum, Bovington in late April 2010, to which entrants, their families and their teachers will be invited together with WFA branch members.  The evening will include a tour of the Tank Story exhibition and of the interior of a Mark IV tank.  There will also be a keynote talk about an aspect of the First World War.

The 2010 competition brochures from which pupils may chose their topics are published on this web page. The brochures also include the terms and conditions of the competition and an entrance form which each competitor must complete and attach to his or her entry.
