WHAT FORMAT CAN MY PROJECT TAKE?

The judges will accept entries which use any of the following formats:

1. Artwork - accompanied by an explanation on the meaning of the artwork. The artwork should measure no
larger than Al.

2. Model - accompanied by an explanation on the meaning of the model/diorama. A model should fit on a base
no larger than the size of an A1l sheet of paper.

3. Extended writing - e.g. newspaper front page, a diary, an exhibition guide book, an essay. About 1,200
words.

4. Television/Radio documentary — submitted on DVD.

5. All entries must be properly referenced with a bibliography, and must not have been submitted as
coursework or homework nor should it be intended to be so submitted later. It should not have been en-
tered for any other competitions. All entries must be accompanied by a notebook or file containing your
research notes and plans

6. Individual entries only are permitted.

7. Please complete the competition entrance form.

WHAT WILL THE JUDGES BE LOOKING FOR?

1. A point of view - it is always important when producing a history project, whatever format you choose, to
make sure that you offer your opinion on the subject. Try to convince the judges that the only way to correctly
understand the topic is the way you have explained it.

2. Evidence that you have used a selection of resources - in producing any history project it is important to
make sure that you have read widely both to ensure that you have sound knowledge and to understand the dif-
ferent views that exist. Provide a bibliography, which shows what you have read.

3. Work in your own words - history is an interpretation of the past, your interpretation of the past. You may
have been helped in the formation of your opinions by the resources you have used and you should make this
clear by referring to the authors or by quoting them with proper references. It is not permitted to pass off other
peopl e’ s wo rthis iacslled plagiarism aodwvill result in disqualification.

4. Creativity and Imagination - deploy your facts and opinions in a way which communicates your view effec-
tively and clearly, and also displays creativity and imagination.

All the available topics are listed in this information booklet. Only choose one topic.

WHERE AND HOW DO I COMPLETE MY RESEARCH?

Each topic in this booklet has a list of resources. The books listed should be available in local county libraries.
Some web resources are also listed . The judges will reward good research, so it is up to you to find books,
magazines, web pages, visit museums and archives, and anything else that may help you!
